Of the 151 entries, 10 qualified for Ponderosa, 58 for BLUE, and 83 for
RED! Entries by age group: 7 - 6 & under, 18 - 7-8, 30 - 9-10, 31 - 11-12, 39 - 13-14 and 26 - 15-18. Coach Ashley was disappointed
that she could not be there to coach her team to victory, but Coach Nick did a great job standing in for her while she attended her
sister®s graduation from medical school. Even though he initially refused, tradition is tradition, and he ended up in the pool!
